Ms. Courier 
also noted that the Director of the Health Department – Pat McNulty is an employee of the Board of Health and as such 
there cannot be a separation of powers and we cannot regulate that employee to follow the Task Force 
recommendations.    Members also noted that it was difficult to understand the Resolution since it was being re-written on 
the Board floor at the December meeting.

Sergeant Andrews reported that the Sheriff Department has been making random checks on Whispers and have found 
this establishment to be closed.  She also reported they have been checking on Orlando’s to make sure they were not 
open after hours and to date no violation has been reported. 
 
Ms. Courier explained that sting operations are usually carried out in conjunction with 
the State Police and can be partially funded through grants.
