ADMINISTRATOR'S REPORT

Mr. Austin said both houses in Springfield passed legislation allowing counties to ban smoking in
unincorporated areas, it is awaiting the Governor’s signature. Secondly, our water work group is
working with the Conservation District to put a meeting together on May 5™ at MCC. A letter will
be sent out to municipal leaders inviting them to this event. Lastly, he noted that a follow up
meeting is needed for the Strategic Plan so that we can formally adopt our plan in May. The draft
should be talked through and possibly the board can get together at 5:30 on April 18" before the
board meeting, sandwiches can be served. The draft will be ready and distributed to board
members by the end of the week.
