Food Certification Class for Non-profit Volunteers 

Woodstock IL – McHenry County Department of Health (MCDH) is offering a free Food Service 

Sanitation Manager’s certification course for volunteers of non-profit organizations.  The class 

will be held at the Department’s Woodstock office (2200 N. Seminary Avenue) on two 

consecutive Saturdays, February 20 and 27, from 8am-5pm.  Class size is limited to 20.  

Registration deadline is February 6, 2010.   

 

A Certified Food Service Sanitation Manager is required to supervise and train food service 

volunteers at all Category I (high risk) and Category II (medium risk) fixed food establishments 

and repeat temporary food events.  Attendance is required on both days to qualify for the 

certification exam given at the end of class on the 27th.   

 

Upon successful completion of the exam, participants must obtain the Food Service Sanitation 

Manager’s Certificate through the Illinois Department of Public Health for a $35 fee.  To register, 

call MCDH’s Environmental Division at 815-334-4585.   
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
