Old Business 

1)  The superintendant attended the First Annual Student Veterans Information Forum that was 

held at McHenry County College recently.  This event was attended by at least 200 veterans 

mostly from the VietNam War and the Korean War era rather than from the Afghanistan War 

and the Iraq War eras.  The forum disbursed a lot of information on veterans benefits and most of 

the Veterans Benefits Guides published by the VA were given out.  The question and answer 

session at 9 PM lasted well past 10 PM. 

2)  Volunteer Recognition Dinner update:  This event replaces the January 2011 VAC General 

Meeting.  The event venue is to be the Woodstock VFW Post #4600.  The volunteers to be 

recognized at the event are to be VAC volunteer drivers, the Faith In Action volunteers, and the 

post delegates and alternates with their spouses.  The event sponsors expect some fifty guests and 

$750.00 is allocated for expenses.  Event date is TBD but will  occur on a Saturday afternoon.

New Business 

1)  The VAC Inc has been spending funds from their account faster than donations are coming in 

and the VAC Inc board is asking for some ideas on possible fundraiser ideas to replenish the 

VAC INC kitty.  The account funds are used to provide disabled veterans with equipment, 

wheelchair ramps, outfit vehicles with handicap controls, and veterans with emergency funding 

for one-time expenses not covered under VAC general assistance or other government 



McHenry County Veterans Assistance Commission Inc. 

assistance.  The account funds also are used to support programs such as veterans outreach and 

public education and homeless veterans issue awareness.  Chairman, Joe Kersten recommended 

that the VAC Inc fundraising topic be tabled for now and be periodically reviewed under 

"unfinished business" during future VAC Inc meetings. 

 

2)  The annual Sailors Thanksgiving Dinner is to be served at various locations in McHenry on 

Thanksgiving Day.  The Fox River VFW Post #4600 is expecting 300 sailors from the main side 

A and C schools and the McHenry Moose Lodge is expecting a batch of recruit sailors from the 

basic training area at Great Lakes Naval Base.  Donations are sought in both food items and for
