WHEREAS, the Licensee desires to make use of the Software and the Licensor is willing to make the software available to the Licensee on the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement, 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and mutual covenant herein contained, the parties agree as follows:

1. License.  The McHenry County Recorder grants a nontransferable, non-exclusive, and revocable license for Laredo software to the Licensee

2. Software Entitlements: This software shall allow the Licensee to access the McHenry County Recorder's index of records. The current effective date will be posted on the bottom of the Laredo search screen.

a) McHenry County is a grantor/grantee county. For this reason, a name search is the recommended search method. However, other search methods are available as follows:
· Legal Description
· Document Type
· Address
· Property Index Number (PIN)

b) The Licensee shall not, during the term of this agreement or any time thereafter, duplicate or knowingly permit others duplicate copies of the database, or sell copies of this database or images to third parties.  If the Licensee wishes to give copies of individual documents to certain customers, Licensee will in writing, explain the source of the images to the recipient.
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c)  The Licensee shall not, during the term of this agreement or any time thereafter, duplicate or knowingly permit others duplicate or copy the licensed software. 

3. License Fee:  
a) Licensee agrees to pay $275.00 quarterly, paid in advance, per license issued. Copies will be billed at the rate of $1.50 for the first page of each document printed and .50 for each additional page per document. 

b) Bills for copies will be billed monthly and due upon receipt.  If an account becomes delinquent for any reason, licensee's password will be deactivated until the account is paid in full.

c) Fee's found in paragraph 3.a, may be subject to change at any time, and at the
sole discretion of the Recorder.              

4. Term:  This license shall become effective immediately and shall remain in full force and effect until terminated as herein provided.  This agreement will be renewed automatically, subject to price changes, unless the Recorder is notified in writing 60 days prior to the expiration of this agreement.

5. Exclusion of Liability:  
a)  Licensor does not warrant the operation of this software in any manner or for any purpose. Licensor disclaims and expressly excludes any and all warranties either expressed or implied. Specifically the Licensor disclaims the Warranties of Merchantability and Fitness for a Particular Purpose.

b)  The Recorder shall not be liable for any failure of the system to operate, the Licensee’s ability to access records, and the accuracy, quality or content of any records retrieved.  Further, the Recorder shall not be liable for any damage to the Licensee’s system or loss incurred by the licensee, which may result from connecting to, or downloading from the Recorder’s site.

6. Limitation of Liability.  The Recorder's liability from any action arising from this agreement shall not exceed the amount of the last paid quarterly license fee.

7. Termination.  The Recorder may terminate this Agreement at any time and for any or no reason, with or without clause, and without notice to the Licensee.

8. Modifications:  Any alterations, amendments, deletions or waivers of the provisions of this Agreement shall be valid only when expressed in writing and duly signed by the parties.

9. Assignment:  The Licensee shall not assign any of his rights to use Laredo to any third party without the written consent of the Recorder.

10. Waiver of Default.  Waiver of any default shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any subsequent default. Waiver of breach of any provisions of this agreement shall not be 
construed to be modification of the terms of this Agreement unless stated to be such in writing, signed by an authorized representative of the Recorder.

11. Entire Agreement:  It is understood and agreed that the entire agreement of the parties is contained herein and that this Agreement supersedes all oral agreements and negotiations between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof as well as any previous agreements presently in effect between the parties relating to the subject matter hereof.
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12. Severability.  Should any provision contained within this agreement be found, for any reason, to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, it shall not affect any other provision hereof, and this agreement shall be constructed as if such invalid, illegal, or unenforceable provision had never been contained herein.

13. Governing Law.  This agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the law of the State of Illinois.  The venue and jurisdiction for any complaint at law shall be in the 22nd Judicial Circuit Court, Woodstock, Illinois.
