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IBCCP is located in Crystal Lake at
100 North Virginia Street

Whatis IBCCP?

* A statewide grant that provides breast and
cervical cancer screening to eligible women.

* Goalis to reduce breast and.cervical cancer
mortality within lllinois women by providing
qguality screening and diagnostic services which
promotes early detection.

* The program has provided screening services to
lllinois women since 1995 and the McHenry
County program began in 2007.




FUNDING

 The program is funded in all 50 States.

* Funded cooperatively by the CDC’s National Breast
and Cervical Cancer Early Detection Program
(NBCCEDP) and IDPH’s Office of Women’s Health.

* |IBCCP provides statistical data on screening

Before 2007

e McHenry County women were referred to Lake
County Health Department to access IBCCP,
adding barriers in obtaining services.

* Due to demand and funding limitations in Lake
County, their IBCCP agency frequently has a
priority list in place.

— Only women with documentation of an abnormal

breast exam (self-pay) would be scheduled for
services immediately.

— Women not presenting with symptoms could wait 6
months or more before obtaining an appointment.



If IBCCP was not at MCDH:

* Access to an established resource for McHenry County
women and providers would be gone.

* |DPH would shift our services back to a neighboring
county health department that operates an IBCCP agency
such as Lake or possibly Winnebago County.

— Create barriers to women within McHenry County and
possibly prevent them from receiving their cancer
screenings altogether.

— Not all cancers present with symptoms, especially
when caught early. The possibility of a cancer
diagnosis being delayed because a woman was on a
waiting list is an unfortunate possibility.

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CDC’s Expanded Focus

- Continue to fund screening services

- Publicly funded insurance, such as Medicare
or Medicaid.
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CDC’s Expanded Focus

* In July 2015 the CDC approved IBCCP to
provide navigation services to insured women
in coordinating their Breast and Cervical
Cancer screening services.

* Women with high deductible plans may be
eligible to receive IBCCP coverage for
diagnostic procedures that fall under an
unmet deductible.

Definitions (National Cancer Institute)

Invasive: Cancer that has spread beyond the layer of tissue in which it developed and is growing into surrounding, healthy tissues. Also called infiltrating cancer.
In situ: In its original place. For example, in carcinoma in situ, abnormal cells are found only in the place where they first formed. They have not spread.

CIN (Cervical Intraepithelial Neoplasia): Growth of abnormal cells on the surface of the cervix. Numbers from 1 to 3 may be used to describe how abnormal the cells are
and how much of the cervical tissue is involved.

Dysplasia: Cells that look abnormal under a microscope but are not cancer.

SIL (Squamous Intraepithelial Lesion): A general term for the abnormal growth of squamous cells on the surface of the cervix. The changes in the cells are described as
low grade or high grade, depending on how much of the cervix is affected and how abnormal the cells appear. = =E5=5=E5E
