The event will 

feature a five mile run as well as a five kilometer (3.1 Mile) run.  The added course length will require 

extra volunteers to be course guides.  The first race begins at 0730 Hours. 

2. The VAC office needs three political styled/sized signs for the patriots run racecourses for to advertise 

VAC services to the public and for veterans.  Don Stage made the motion to have the VAC Inc. provide 

up to $200.00 for procuring the VAC signage.  Charlie Chapman seconded the motion.  The motion 

passed by unanimous vote.
